YARN
Cotton DK (50gm)

(photographed in Denim 014)

NEEDLES
1 pair 3.75mm (no 9) (US 5) needles

TENSION 
2 patt repeats (30 sts) to 12 cm and 30 rows to 10 cm measured over patt using 3.75mm 
(US 5) needles. 

EXTRAS
Stitch holders 
Stitch markers (optional)

Pattern note: The number of sts varies 
whilst working patt. Count sts after patt 
rows 5 and 6 only.  
All st counts given refer to original 
number of sts and do NOT take into 
account any sts lost whilst working patt.
When working shaping through patt, 
you may find it a help if you place 
markers between each patt rep. At ends 
of rows, where there are not enough sts 
to work a full (or part) patt repeat, work 
edge sts of rows in st st.

BACK
Using 3.75mm (US 5) needles, cast on 
110 [122: 138: 150: 162: 174: 186: 198: 214] sts.
Row 1 (RS): K2, *P2, K2, rep from  
* to end.
Row 2: P2, *K2, P2, rep from * to end.
These 2 rows form rib. 
Cont in rib until work meas 8 cm, inc 
1 [1: 0: 0: 0: 0: 1: 1: 0] st at each end of 
last row and ending with RS facing for 
next row. 112 [124: 138: 150: 162: 174: 188: 
200: 214] sts.
Referring to pattern note, now work in 
patt as folls:
Row 1 (RS): K4 [2: 2: 0: 6: 5: 4: 3: 2], (K4, 
K2tog, K1) 1 [0: 1: 0: 0: 1: 0: 1: 0] times, 
(K1, sl 1, K1, psso, K9, K2tog, K1) 6 [8: 8: 10: 
10: 10: 12: 12: 14] times, (K1, sl 1, K1, psso, 
K4) 1 [0: 1: 0: 0: 1: 0: 1: 0] times, K4 [2: 2: 0: 
6: 5: 4: 3: 2].
Row 2: Purl.
Row 3: K4 [2: 2: 0: 6: 5: 4: 3: 2], (K3, K2tog, 
K1) 1 [0: 1: 0: 0: 1: 0: 1: 0] times, (K1, sl 1, K1, 
psso, K7, K2tog, K1) 6 [8: 8: 10: 10: 10: 12: 
12: 14] times, (K1, sl 1, K1, psso, K3) 1 [0: 1: 
0: 0: 1: 0: 1: 0] times, K4 [2: 2: 0: 6: 5: 
4: 3: 2].
Row 4: Purl.
Row 5: K4 [2: 2: 0: 6: 5: 4: 3: 2], (yfwd, K1, 
yfwd, K1, yfwd, K2tog, K1) 1 [0: 1: 0: 0: 1: 0: 
1: 0] times, *K1, sl 1, K1, psso, (yfwd, K1) 

5 times, yfwd, K2tog, K1, rep from * 5 [7: 
7: 9: 9: 9: 11: 11: 13] times more, (K1, sl 1, K1, 
psso, yfwd, K1, yfwd, K1, yfwd) 1 [0: 1: 0: 0: 
1: 0: 1: 0] times, K4 [2: 2: 0: 6: 5: 4: 3: 2].
Row 6: Purl.
These 6 rows form patt.
Cont in patt until back meas 27 [28: 28.5: 
29: 29.5: 30: 30: 31: 31] cm, ending with 
RS facing for next row.
Shape armholes
Keeping patt correct, cast off 4 [5: 6: 7: 
8: 9: 10: 11: 13] sts at beg of next 2 rows. 
104 [114: 126: 136: 146: 156: 168: 178: 188] sts. 
Dec 1 st at each end of next 3 [5: 7: 7: 9: 
9: 11: 11: 13] rows, then on foll 4 [5: 6: 7: 7: 
8: 9: 12: 13] alt rows. 90 [94: 100: 108: 114: 
122: 128: 132: 136] sts.
Cont until armhole meas 24 [25: 26.5: 
28: 29.5: 31: 32: 33: 34] cm, ending with 
RS facing for next row.
Shape shoulders and back neck
Next row (RS): Cast off 10 [11: 12: 14: 15: 
17: 18: 19: 20] sts, patt until there are 
15 [15: 17: 18: 20: 21: 23: 24: 25] sts on 
right needle and turn, leaving rem sts 
on a holder. Work each side of neck 
separately.
Cast off 4 sts at beg of next row. 
Cast off rem 11 [11: 13: 14: 16: 17: 19: 20: 21] sts.
With RS facing, return to sts on holder 
and slip centre 40 [42: 42: 44: 44: 46: 
46: 46: 46] sts onto another holder (for 
neckband). Rejoin yarn to rem sts and 
patt to end. Complete to match first 
side, reversing shapings.

FRONT
Work as given for back until 26 [26: 26: 
28: 28: 30: 30: 30: 32] rows fewer have 
been worked than on back to beg of 
shoulder shaping, ending with RS facing 
for next row.
